Please note the symbols for cantor or celebrant (¥, Can., or Celebrant) and assembly (B or All) and pray accordingly.

The antiphon will be introduced, then
the cantor will chant the incipit of the antiphon (the portion up to the asterisk, i.e., “The Lord will come...”) Please join in the
remainder of the antiphon. After the psalm, all sing the antiphon in its entirety.

The psaln verses are sung alternating by verse between cantor and assembly. The psalm tone is found at the end of the antiphon
