MARCH 30, 2024

FIRST PART: THE SOLEMN BEGINNING OF THE VIGIL (LUCERNARIUM) 
THE BLESSING OF THE FIRE AND PREPARATION OF THE CANDLE / PROCESSION  

The blessing of the new fire takes place in the CLC sunken courtyard, with those gathered then processing to the front of the 

church. Please join us in the courtyard for the beginning of the Solemn Liturgy! 

THE EASTER PROCLAMATION (EXSULTET) 

At the door of the church the Deacon, standing and raising the candle, sings: 

And all reply: 

Exult, let them exult, the hosts of heaven, exult, let Angel ministers of God exult, let the trumpet of salvation 

sound aloud our mighty King’s triumph! Be glad, let earth be glad, as glory floods her, ablaze with light from 

her eternal King, let all corners of the earth be glad, knowing an end to gloom and darkness. Rejoice, let Moth-

er Church also rejoice, arrayed with the lighting of his glory, let this holy building shake with joy, filled with the 

mighty voices of the peoples. Therefore, dearest friends, standing in the awesome glory of this holy light, invoke 

with me, I ask you, the mercy of God almighty, that he who has been pleased to number me, though unworthy, 

among the Levites, may pour into me his light unshadowed, that I may sing this candle’s perfect praises. 

V.:   The Lord be with you. 

R: .  And with your spirit. 

V.:   Lift up your hearts. 

R: .  We lift them up to the Lord. 

V./:   Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

R: .  It is right and just.

SECOND PART: LITURGY OF THE WORD 
This evening’s Mass readings are found in Sunday’s Word. 

It is truly right and just, with ardent love of mind and heart, and with devoted service of our voice, to acclaim 

our God invisible, the almighty Father, and Jesus Christ, our Lord, his Son, his Only Begotten. Who for our 

sake paid Adam’s debt to the eternal Father, and pouring out his own dear Blood wiped clean the record of our 

ancient sinfulness. These then are the feasts of Passover, in which is slain the Lamb, the one true Lamb, whose 

Blood anoints the doorposts of believers. This is the night, when once you led our forebears, Israel’s children, 

from slavery in Egypt and made them pass dry-shod through the Red Sea. This is the night that with a pillar of 

fire banished the darkness of sin. This is the night that even now, throughout the world, sets Christian believers 

apart from worldly vices and from the gloom of sin, lending them to grace, and joining them to his holy ones. 

This is the night when Christ broke the prison-bars of death, and rose victorious from the underworld. Our 

birth would have been no gain, had we not been redeemed. O wonder of your humble care for us! O love, O 

charity beyond all telling, to ransom a slave you gave away your Son! O truly necessary sin of Adam, destroyed 

completely by the Death of Christ! O happy fault that earned so great, so glorious a Redeemer! O truly blessed 

night, worthy alone to know the time and hour when Christ rose from the underworld! This is the night of 

which it is written: The night shall be as bright as day, dazzling is the night for me, and full of gladness. The 

sanctifying power of this night dispels all wickedness, washes faults away, restores innocence to the fallen, and 

joy to mourners, drives out hatred, fosters concord, and brings down the mighty. On this, your night of grace, 

O holy Father, accept this candle, a solemn offering, the work of bees and of your servants’ hands, an evening 

sacrifice of praise, this gift from your most holy Church. But now we know the praises of this pillar, which glow-

ing fire ignites for God’s honor, a fire into many flames divided, yet never dimmed by sharing of its light, for it 

is fed by melting wax, drawn out by mother bees to build a torch so precious. O truly blessed night, when things 

of heaven are wed to those of earth, and divine to the human. Therefore, O Lord, we pray you that this candle, 

hallowed to the honor of your name, may persevere undimmed, to overcome the darkness of this night. Receive 

it as a pleasing fragrance, and let it mingle with the lights of heaven.  May this flame be found still burning by 

the Morning Star the one morning star who never sets, Christ your Son, who, coming back from death’s do-

main has shed his peaceful light on humanity, who lives and reigns... 

Please extinguish your candles and be seated. The Bishop then instructs: 
 

V.  Dear brethren, now that we have begun our solemn Vigil, let us listen with quiet hearts to the Word of 
God. Let us meditate on how God in times past saved his people and in these, the last days, has sent us his 
Son as our Redeemer. Let us pray that our God may complete this paschal work of salvation by the fullness 
of redemption.  

At the Great Vigil of Easter it is possible to have as many as seven Old Testament readings, with three required. This year, 
the following readings from the various possible selections have been chosen:

THIRD PART: BAPTISMAL LITURGY 

LITANY OF THE SAINTS                       

The Bishop leads those present in praying for the Elect, those who will receive the Sacrament of Baptism 
tonight. He prays that they will receive new life in the Holy Spirit. Then, the help of God, the Saints, and 
Angels is invoked in the singing of the following litany. During its singing, the celebrant processes to the 
baptismal font with the Elect.

The names of many saints are invoked for their protection and intercession; the Litany ends in the  
following manner: 

The celebrant blesses the baptismal water, recalling God’s covenants with his people and Christ’s Baptism, 
Death, and Resurrection–ending with the invocation of the Holy Spirit. After the water is blessed, the peo-
ple sing:

V.  Do you renounce Satan, the author and prince of sin? 
R.  I do. 
V.  Do you believe in God, the Father almighty, Creator of heaven and earth? 
R.  I do. 
V.   Do you believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, who was born of the Virgin Mary, suffered death 

 and was buried, rose again from the dead and is seated at the right hand of the Father? 
R.  I do. 
V.   Do you believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness 

 of sins, the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting? 
R.  I do.

ABOUT TONIGHT’S MUSIC 
 

This Mass presents a variety of music, stylistically touching in most everything from Gregorian chant to 20th 

Century compositions, showing the diversity of the music of the Catholic Church for Eastertide. The first music 

heard is the beautiful cantillation of the Exsultet, the ancient chant that brings us, in a sense, through the waters 

of the Red Sea to the Easter mysteries. It sets the stage for the psalmody of the Mass, here in diverse styles: the 

first psalm, by our former music director Steve Calvert, ingeniously uses the Veni Creator Spiritus as its antiphon, 

linking the beginning of the Easter season to its conclusion on Pentecost. The following psalm sets the journey 

through the Red Sea evocatively; the final is a neo-Gregorian setting by Adam Bartlett, one of the great treasures 

of liturgical music in our country. Then, we hear the first Gloria of the Easter season, in this case by Orlando di 

Lasso. Missa super «La, la Maistre Pierre» is a “parody” Mass: that is, one based on a pre-existing (in this case, secu-

lar) tune. The idea was to grab the attention of those assembled, and “baptize” the tune and consecrate it for the 

temple, so to speak. It is one of di Lasso’s simpler settings of the Mass, but it is (as usual with his settings) fairly 

virtuosic and has high ranges for the sopranos and tenors in particular. It is an exciting setting for a brief Mass 

ordinary. We then hear the Gregorian Alleluia for Easter: intoned thrice by the Bishop, a bit higher each time, it 

truly inaugurates the Easter season. Following the Litany of the Saints, we hear Passionist priest Lucien Deiss’ 

Easter hymn “God reigns”, closely associated with Notre-Dame-de-Paris. Mass VIII, or the “Missa de Angelis”, has 

been sung at the Easter Vigil at the Cathedral for decades, and provides our Sanctus and Agnus Dei. After the 

Gregorian communio and the great Easter hymn O FILII ET FILIAE, we hear William Byrd’s glorious motet 

“Haec dies” for six voices. This motet, written relatively early in his career, is a display of both compositional tal-

ent and faith in the Resurrection. The brisk duple meter of the first section throws the first text “Haec 

dies…/”This day was made by the Lord…” back and forth between parts. This then leads to the second section, 

where triple meter (a dance rhythm, allegorically used to represent rejoicing) is deployed on the text 

“Exsultemus…./”Let us rejoice and be glad”, culminating in one of the most rhythmically complicated cadences in all 

Renaissance music. The final section setting the text “Alleluia” is serene and heavenly, with voices entering and 

exiting in peace, with a final, brilliantly bright chord to end the piece. Happy Easter!
