Anointing of the Sick

For those who have reached the use of reason and are in danger of death from
sickness or old age. Anointing is ordinarily preceded by Confession. Contact a
priest. In emergencies, call anytime and select the emergency option.

Baptism

The Church instructs parents to seek baptism for their child within the first
few weeks after birth. Firsttime parents ordinarily must attend a pre-
baptismal class. Contact the office, preferably during the pregnancy, to
make the arrangements. Godparents must meet Church requirements.

Holy Matrimony
Contact the Wedding Coordinator at least six months in advance. Subject
to the Cathedral’s wedding guidelines (on web site) and Diocesan policies.

Funerals and Columbarium
Contact the office prior to making arrangements with the funeral home. To
learn more about the columbarium including costs, call the office.

MASS INTENTIONS ACCEPTED ON ONGOING BASIS

Holy Mass is our greatest prayer, and following an immemorial
practice, it is possible to have a Mass offered for your special pray-
er intention. This could be for a living person, for a deceased per-
son, for a concept (e.g., "World Peace", "Healing", "Special Inten-
tion"), and so forth. The priest who fulfills your intention ordinarily
receives a stipend: the minimum amount suggested by the Diocese
is $10.00. It is also possible to have a Mass card sent free of charge,
which notifies another party of the intention you have requested.
Many people choose this option, to send a card to the next-of-kin
when offering a Mass for a deceased person, or to send a card to
the beneficiary of a Mass intention for the living. We are able to
accept new intentions on an ongoing basis, as long as we do not
book more than a year in advance. Scheduling an intention is very
easy — just contact Krista Rataj, our parish secretary. You can visit
her in the office Monday-Friday, 8:00am-3:00pm; you can email her
at Krista@stpaulsbhm.org; or you can call her at (205) 251-1279.
She will work with you on payment details and on any requested
Mass cards!
